Mission Statement

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SECTION II:

ADMISSION AND CERTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS

Education Department

As you plan your program, you should be aware of the following requirements:

1.  Applying into the Education Department:

You will apply into the Education Department at the end of the sophomore year. 

The Pennsylvania Department of Education (PDE) requires that any candidate planning to receive a teaching certificate must apply into the Education Department and must meet the following requirements:

1.  Candidates must have an overall Arcadia GPA of 3.0.

2.  Candidates must have completed 2 courses in mathematics (MA 117 and 

       MA 118) above the remedial level (see subsection 2 below).  

3.  Candidates must have completed a course in English Composition and a course in    

 American or English Literature (EN 229).  EN229 can be completed after applying into the  

 department but no later than the semester prior to student teaching. (NEW)  
4.  Candidates must have completed 48 semester hours outside of Education (any   

             course coded as “ED…” is considered an education course).  The mathematics 

             and English courses are included among the 48 credits.

      5.    Candidates may not have more than one grade of “C” in an education course (not a PDE 
 
     
 requirement).
6.    Candidates must submit passing scores from Praxis I: PPST Reading, Writing, and Mathematics
7.    Candidates must submit an Electronic Portfolio.

For most candidates, applications are due at the end of second semester of sophomore year and are reviewed after grades are received.  Certification program candidates will be notified of their acceptance into the department on or around June 1st (spring applications) or January 9th (fall applications).  Applications for Admission to the Education Department can be obtained from Ginny Blaisdell, Administrative Assistant to the Education Department, Taylor 315. 

Admission Decision Outcomes

Accepted:

Certification program candidates who are accepted into the program receive a formal letter of admission stating that they have met all the entrance requirements.  Instructions about Pennsylvania Teacher Examinations (Praxis), requirements for junior and senior level courses, requirements for student teaching, and certification exit requirements are included.  
Conditional Admission:

Certification program candidates who are concerned that their GPA may be inadequate (below 3.0) may apply for conditional admission. A letter to the admissions committee providing reasons why the GPA criterion should be temporarily waived must be submitted with the candidate’s application. In addition, letters of recommendation will be solicited from Education Department professor(s) who taught the candidate. The certification program candidate’s advisor must sign all requests for conditional admission.  Certification program candidates accepted as a conditional admit must meet the GPA criterion and/or complete the necessary coursework for full admission by the end of the designated semester.  Those failing to meet the conditions will be denied admission and will be asked to select another major; however, all students are permitted to minor in education.

Admission Denied:

Any candidate denied admission to the department may not continue to take courses in the certification program; however, they can minor in education. They must select a new major and enroll in alternate courses.  
2.  Complete two college-level mathematics courses:

The Pennsylvania Department of Education (PDE) requires that all certification program candidates applying into an education program must complete two college level mathematics classes, beyond the remedial level, before they apply into a teacher certification program.  Certification program candidates who have not met this requirement will be given two semesters to complete this requirement and will be admitted as a conditional student until which time they have successfully completed the mathematics courses.  It is recommended that certification program candidates in Art Education, Elementary Education, Early Childhood Education and Special Education take MA 117 and MA 118 or equivalent courses in the sophomore year.  Candidates in Secondary Education are also required to complete two courses in mathematics.  However, Secondary Education candidates who are required to take mathematics courses as part of their major requirement are not required to take MA 117 or MA 118. 

3.  Pennsylvania State Teacher Examinations (for ALL certification candidates):

In order to achieve certification in the state of Pennsylvania, all candidates seeking certification in Elementary Education, Early Childhood Education, Special Education, Secondary Education, Art Education, and Environmental Education are required to take the Pennsylvania State Praxis Series teacher examinations. 

Praxis I: PPST Reading, Writing, and Mathematics
All certification candidates are required by the state of Pennsylvania to take the Praxis I: PPST tests in Reading, Writing, and Mathematics.  The tests must be taken in the freshman or sophomore year.  Passing scores on the Praxis I tests must be submitted to the Education Department when applying into the teacher certification program.  For most candidates, applications are due at the end of April in the second semester of the sophomore year. The PPST assessments are the only tests that are administered in either paper and pencil or computerized format.

Praxis II:  Fundamental Subjects:  Content Knowledge Test and Subject Area Assessments
All Elementary Education, Early Childhood Education and Special Education certification candidates are required to take the second level of testing in the Praxis test series, Praxis II.  All candidates in Elementary 
Education, Early Childhood Education and Special Education are required to take the Fundamental Subjects Test:  Content Knowledge.  

A second Praxis II test is required to measure knowledge, understanding, and problem solving in your respective area of certification:  Elementary Education, Early Childhood Education, and/or Special Education. Candidates seeking certification in these areas must take separate Subject Areas Assessments in the respective certification areas.   
When do I take the Praxis Tests?

Praxis I:  Reading, Writing, and Mathematics 

     No later than the second semester of the Sophomore year.  Passing scores must be submitted with

Which Praxis test should I take?

The following information identifies the tests and their respective test codes for Elementary Education, Early Childhood Education and Special Education.

PRAXIS I: Pre-Professional Skills Tests (PPST) 

Candidates must take three separate tests: Mathematics, Reading, and Writing.  Tests must be taken no later than the end of second semester of the sophomore year.  Scores must be submitted with certification candidate’s application materials.  Passing scores are required.

There are multiple scoring methods used to determine if you pass the Praxis I tests.  Method I simply uses the standard cut scores that are specified by the Pennsylvania Department of Education (PDE).  Method II uses a composite score method.  Candidates can score below the standard cut scores (1 or 2 points below the standard cut score value) but must meet the minimum composite score (total of all 3 exams) value.

PRAXIS II:  Fundamental Subjects: Content Knowledge
Candidates seeking certification in Early Childhood Education N-3 and Elementary Education K-6, and Special Education K-12 are required to take the Praxis II: Fundamental Subjects: Content Knowledge.  This test should be taken no later than the junior year.  Results must be submitted with the candidate’s application for student teaching.  
     Fundamental Subjects: Content Knowledge Test (#20511). 

PRAXIS II: Subject Area Assessments
All candidates seeking certification are required to take the Praxis II: Subject Area Assessment.  The subject area assessments test the candidate’s knowledge and understanding of content and concepts in their respective area of certification, e.g., elementary education candidates take the elementary education content knowledge test, art education candidates take the art content knowledge test, etc. 
     Subject Area Assessment: Elementary Education (#10011).  Take no later than first semester of senior year.
     Subject Area Assessment:  Early Childhood Education (#10020).  If candidates chooses to apply for 
            Early Childhood Education certification, take second semester senior year.

     Subject Area Assessment:  Special Education (#20353).  If candidates are in Five-Year Program, take in 
            5th year.

4.     PROCEDURES FOR OBTAINING CLEARANCE CERTIFICATES  

     (RVSD. 11-16-09):
The state of Pennsylvania requires that you obtain 4 documents before entering a school.   In order to work with students you must have current and annually updated clearance documentation.  You must obtain these clearances whether you are observing or working directly with children and whether you are in a school or alternative child care setting.  The following clearances must be obtained and annually updated: 
1) The Pennsylvania Child Abuse History Clearance 

2) The Pennsylvania State Police Criminal Record Check 

3) A Cogent ID Systems FBI clearance

4) A current negative TB test result 
Detailed instructions on how to secure each document: 

1) The Pennsylvania Child Abuse History Clearance- This application must be mailed along with payment and usually takes 6 -8 weeks to return. At the top of the application, indicate the date that you need the clearance by. This may expedite your application.  You might do this with a red pen so that this is noticed. DO NOT DELAY!  MAKE A COPY OF THE APPLICATION FOR YOUR RECORDS.   The application form can be found at the following address: http://www.dpw.state.pa.us/Resources/Documents/Pdf/FillInForms/DPWchildabuse. pdf.   Scroll down the left hand menu until you see the link for the Child Abuse application. 

2) The Pennsylvania State Police Criminal Record Check – Go to the following link and follow the directions for this application which can be completed and paid for on-line with a credit card. The turn around time is usually immediate.   https://epatch.state.pa.us/Home.jsp This clearance will be renewed yearly as you proceed through the certification program. 

3) A Cogent Systems FBI clearance- The following link will take you to the Cogent ID website where you will find directions for applying for the FBI clearance. This entails traveling to a finger printing site. Please follow the instructions carefully. ( http://www.pa.cogentid.com ) This clearance will be good until you complete the certification program. You do not need to renew the FBI clearance on a yearly basis. Make sure that you request a hardcopy of your clearance.
4) A negative TB test result- You can obtain a TB test at the office of your personal physician. It must be less than one year old in order to do fieldwork. You may also obtain a test here on campus at the Student Health Services in Heinz Hall for $10. The test is given everyday  but Thursday and is read on the 3rd day. You should call the Health Services office before going to clarify time and cost. The office will open in late August for the current school year.

How to officially file copies of current and updated clearances:

You must provide current and updated COPIES of your clearances to the Education Department Main Office, Taylor Rm. 308. You may do so in person or mail copies to:  ATTN:  Mary Dress, Education Department, Arcadia University, 450 S Easton Road, Glenside, PA 19038-3295. Students who have not filed these updates before the beginning of their fieldwork practicum WILL NOT be permitted to begin fieldwork in their assigned school or alternative site and will not be able to complete their course. 
When to renew clearances:

*IMPORTANT:  Apply for your clearance before they expire!  Students will be denied entry into a fieldwork site if all clearances are not appropriately updated.  This will impact on your ability to complete important assignments and will affect your grade.
All clearances MUST BE ANNUALLY RENEWED.  It is best to obtain or renew clearances each year in the summer, no later than June 30th, to ensure that your clearances will be current throughout the remaining academic year.

5.  Student Teaching Practicum (for all majors):

After completion of all coursework for the degree, candidates seeking certification are required to complete a 14-week student teaching practicum as the final culminating experience.  Student teaching practicum applications must be submitted the semester prior to student teaching.  Deadlines for submitting applications are September 15th for a spring practicum and February 1st for a fall practicum.  You can obtain an application from Dr. Jane Duffy, Director of Student Teaching and Fieldwork.  Please be aware that admission to student teaching is contingent upon an overall Arcadia University GPA of 3.0 and completion of the Praxis I: PPST and Praxis II: Fundamental Subjects Tests.  Certification program candidates not meeting the 3.0 criterion will not be permitted to student teach; however, certification program candidates will be given the opportunity to raise their GPA by taking additional courses.  Students must receive a “B” or better in student teaching in order to be recommended for Pennsylvania state teacher certification.

SECTION IV in this document contains information about student teaching requirements.  If you have any questions regarding requirements, please contact your Education Department advisor.  

6.   Certification Program Exit Requirements:

Students who have successfully met all the state certification requirements will be recommended by Arcadia University to the Pennsylvania Department of Education to receive a Level 1 teaching certificate in Elementary Education K-6 and Special Education (and Early Childhood Education PreK-3 if chosen). The certification program exit requirements are listed below:

· Complete specific course requirements and certification program competencies

· Successfully complete student teaching (necessary to become state certified)

· Overall Arcadia GPA of 3.0 (necessary to become state certified)

· Complete at least 128 credits of coursework (Arcadia University Requirement)

· Complete all state teacher examinations (Praxis I and II)

· Meet all PDE Form 430 Professional Knowledge and Practice competencies assessed during student teaching (Go to Education Department website to view PDE Form 430 competencies and student teaching requirements).  Students must receive a “B” or better in student teaching in order to be recommended for Pennsylvania state teacher certification.

7.  Five-Year Program:
Application information can be obtained in the Education Office, Room 308, Taylor Hall and must be submitted before the end of junior year (February 15).

· Submit graduate application to Graduate Studies Office

10.  Planned Sequence of Coursework:  Dual Certification in Elementary Education   and Early Childhood Education: 

Students applying for dual certification in Elementary Education and Early Childhood Education must follow a planned sequence of coursework in order to meet the requirements for certification.  A grid representing when and what courses to be taken to complete the certification competency requirements in four years is presented in pages that follow.  In addition, the Five-Year Program requirements are also shown. 

The candidate’s advisor will go over the course requirements during the first meeting.  They will use the checklist of required courses and planned sequence grid as a guide or roadmap for future course selection.  You will receive a copy and your advisor will keep a copy for their file.  In addition, the Registrar’s Office provides each student with a degree audit form that outlines what courses you have completed to meet all college requirements.

1. Go to Boyer Hall computer labs or Landman Library and ask for an Information Technology Lab Consultant or a librarian to log you onto the system (you must show your Arcadia ID and have an account on the Arcadia computer system).
2. Arcadia alumni may use this system.  If you don’t have an Arcadia user’s account, call the Information Technology Department to have a personal account created.  You must establish a user account prior to using PLATO.

3. Instructions and technical assistance regarding the PLATO system will be available through the IT Department x2882.

4. PLATO is FOR Matriculated Arcadia University students or alumni only.  Anyone found providing password information to non-Arcadia students will have their student computer privileges revoked.

We have limited access to the number of users that can use PLATO.  When demand is high, users may not be able to log onto the PLATO system.  Users should plan their usage of PLATO in advance of taking these tests.  Don’t wait until the last minute!

Student Teaching and

Pennsylvania Certification Exit Requirements
After completion of all coursework for the degree, candidates for certification are required to complete a 14-week student teaching practicum as the final culminating experience. Student teaching practicum applications must be submitted the semester prior to completing student teaching.  Deadlines for submitting applications are September 15th for a spring practicum and February 1st for a fall practicum.  You can obtain an application from the Education Department main office (Taylor 308), the Office of Student Teaching and Fieldwork (Taylor 303) or online at the Education Department website.  Please be aware that admission to student teaching is contingent upon an overall Arcadia University GPA of 3.00 and completion of Praxis I: PPST and Praxis II:  Fundamental Subjects tests.  Certification program candidates not meeting the 3.0 criterion will not be permitted to student teach; however, certification program candidates will be given the opportunity to raise their GPA by taking additional courses.

Candidates can request a particular student teacher placement location.  However, student teaching placements are based upon quality and availability.  Convenience is not a factor in placement although proximity will be taken into account when possible.  If there are extenuating circumstances, you are required to put your concerns in writing and submit them with your application. 
The Pennsylvania Department of Education competency checklist of student performance standards is available for review on the Education Department Website.  The checklist is titled “PDE 430—Student Teaching Performance Checklist: Pennsylvania Statewide Evaluation Form for Student Professional Knowledge and Practice.”  Students must meet these competencies in order to successfully pass student teaching.  A grade of “B” or better is considered passing while a grade lower than “B” is considered failing.  

When students have successfully completed all certification program exit requirements they can submit the certification application (Instructional I Certification Application) to the Pennsylvania Department of Education through the Arcadia University Graduate Studies Office (see Mary Kate McNulty, Administrative Assistant to Dean of Graduate Studies and PA Certification Officer, Taylor Hall).

Certification Program Exit Requirements:

· Complete specific course requirements, certification program competencies, and electronic portfolio
· Successfully complete student teaching (necessary to become state certified)

· Overall Arcadia GPA of 3.0 (necessary to become state certified)

· 128 credits of coursework (Arcadia University Requirement)

· Successful completion of all state teacher examinations (Praxis I and II)

· Meet all PDE Form 430 Professional Knowledge and Practice competencies (assessed during student teaching).  Students must receive a “B” or better in student teaching in order to be recommended for Pennsylvania state teacher certification.
